The International Obstetric and Gynaecology Representative is in a key position to provide strong collaborative links between trainees in the UK/Ireland and trainees in low middle income countries (LMICs). This individual must be passionate about promoting global surgery and be willing to work closely with our UK and Ireland O&G Representatives to organise Journal Clubs and advance collaborative, multinational projects. The International O&G Representative is key to providing comprehensive representation of trainees in low resource settings by bringing fresh ideas for projects and collaboration to the committee. Desirable skills include good organisational skills, excellent time management and savvy social media skills (e.g Twitter / Zoom / Instagram / Canva). Additionally, strong networking and communication skills, initiative, and a proactive mindset are desirable features.

This post is open to resident doctors from LMICs who are already pursuing a career in Obstetrics and Gynaecology. It requires a commitment for 24 months from the date of appointment.
